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Holiday Food Baskets Lee Royer and her
sub-committee of workers assembled 25 Christ-
mas food baskets and delivered them to resi-
dents at St. Mark’s Village on Saturday, Decem-
ber 17.

Food Pantry In the early fall, our food pantry
was fairly low, but then donations from the

UMW groups picked up plus The Talbot Bank
collected both food & money for it. There was
also some food left over from the collections for
the holiday food baskets plus St. Mark’s Nursery
school collected for the pantry, so we were fairly
well stocked. THEN Boy Scout Troop #532 col-
lected food and Ernie Smith delivered a pickup
load (159 bags) from their drive to Fellowship
Hall on December 13. After the Christmas food
baskets were delivered that Saturday, the 17 t,
Edith Hayman, Sarah Dunn (a friend of mine),
and | got the bags of food from Fellowship Hall
up into the pantry and unpacked as much as we
could get onto the shelves. We also put together
a lot for the Interfaith Hunger Coalition’s soup
kitchen, which Edith operates at Asbury Church
this time of year. We had to leave the rest of the
food in the bags on the floor. | got some of the
large containers of food to the Chesapeake Cen-
ter for their group homes for disabled adults and
some to the Eastern Shore Fresh Start program.
After Christmas, Nancy Harrison helped me go
through more of the bags and she took some food
for clients at the T. C. Health Dept. | have also
gotten more food to Chesapeake Center and the
E.S. Fresh Start, as well as to several individual
families. Earlier this month, I finished unpack-
ing all of the bags and again got the pastas and
the regular size cans of vegetables to Edith Hay-
man for the soup kitchen. With Nancy and Net-
tie Robinson’s help, we now have the pantry at

St. Mark’s Village really full. As the Village of-
fices were closed the week after Christmas,
their pantry was also not open that week. |
asked Nettie to have the residents, who got food
from the pantry there the first time in January,

to get 15 items each instead of the regular 10.
In summary, as | told Edith, we have had a good
problem--lots of food to get to people who can
really use it. Many thanks to all who continue
to support our pantry so generously.

Bless the Children St. Mark’s again partici-
pated in a community project called Bless the
Children, whose purpose is to provide gifts for
children in Talbot County who have an incarcer-
ated parent. Sheila Scott did the buying, wrap-
ping and delivery for our committee of gifts
again this year for 10 of these children.

Thrift Shop  Lee Royer reports that so far in
January the shop has had very good sales. They
can especially use donations of women'’s plus
size clothing, men & women'’s socks, gloves, half
slips, cook books, jewelry, blankets, linens and
kitchen cook ware & plates.

Local Mission Partners This is the time of
year that we ask our Local Mission Partners to
update their profile form for us. Early in Janu-
ary, Judy Lawrence emailed them a copy of their
form from last year to do this. | will be distrib-
uting these at our next meeting in preparation

HEADS UP! The Talbot County Interfaith
Winter Shelter for the Homeless (TIS) will
be coming to St. Mark’s from March 11 to
March 25 this year. The program houses
five homeless individuals overnight and ro-
tates locations among various faith-based
facilities from December to April, relying on
volunteers for the needed staffing. Helping
to offer warm beds and good food to home-
less guests from our local area is part of our
hands-on missions at St. Mark’s.

To cover our two weeks of hosting the
homeless, we will need both men and
women to take evening or overnight shifts
to stay with our guests, as well as individu-
als or groups to sign up to bring in hot din-
ners, donate carry-out lunch bag supplies,

do laundry and help with set-up and tear-
down of the equipment needed.
